With only five cornerbacks on the 53-man roster, the Colts added more depth at this position on the practice squad, including Speed who played significant special teams snaps in 2023. Treadwell made a strong impression after joining the training camp late,
catching nearly all his targets and scoring a touchdown during the preseason. The motivations for this scramble included national pride, a desire for
raw materials, and Christian missionary work. Britain took control of Egypt to secure the Suez Canal, while Ethiopia defeated Italy in the First Italo-Ethiopian War at Adwa. France, Belgium, Portugal, and Germany also had significant colonies. The Berlin Conference from 1884-1885 aimed to settle colonial borders in Africa, but disputes persisted
among European powers and native populations. In South Africa, diamond discoveries in the Kimberley region in 1867 and gold finds in Transvaal in 1886 led to British colonization, driven by Cecil Rhodes' business interests. Other notable events include the First Barbary War (1801-1815) and Second Barbary War (1802) between the United States
and North African states. The Fulani Jihad in Nigeria took place from 1804-1810, while the Russo-Persian War lasted from 1804-1813. The early 19th century saw the Musket Wars among Maori in New Zealand (1807-1837) and the Finnish War between Russia and Sweden (1808-1809). The Zulu Kingdom rose to power under Shaka in 1816, leading to
population depopulation in southern Africa. territory after the final Russo-Persian War from 1826-1828. In Australia, the Black War led to the near-extinction of Tasmanian aborigines from 1828-1832. The late 1800s also witnessed significant progress in electrical science, paving the
way for technological innovations such as electric illumination, radio wave communication, and the discovery of the electron by J.J. Thomson (1896).
